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Frequently Asked Questions

What districts participate in OSOCP? By law, 
all school districts in the state of Oklahoma 
are participants in the program.

Is my child eligible to take online courses 
though our district? Yes. Students may not 
be denied the opportunity to enroll in online 
courses. Check with your school counselor or 
contact our office for more information.

Do online courses meet state academic 
standards? All courses certified by the SVCSB 
meet Oklahoma academic standards.

Will online courses address my child’s IEP? 
Online course providers coordinate with 
districts regarding students’ IEP guidelines. The 
local school district retains the responsibility 
to provide for students’ special needs.

If I take courses online, can I still participate 
in extracurricular activities? Yes. Students 
who participate in the OSOCP are still 
considered full time students in the district 
and may participate fully in fine arts, sports, 
or any other extracurricular activity.

Do students taking courses online still 
have to take state tests? Yes, students 
must participate in the Oklahoma 
School Testing Program.

We do not have a computer at 
home. Will the school provide 
one to us? Students 
participating in online courses 
from a remote site will be 
responsible for providing 
their own equipment 
and Internet access.

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The OSOCP enhances students’ 
access to curriculum via online 
courses taken through the home 
district. Without incurring prohibitive 
expenses, districts can now make 
available a wide variety of courses 
(including Advanced Placement, 
foreign language, and courses in 
STEM content areas) for even a very 
small number of students. 

Students who work part time can 
complete some of their coursework 
online while still participating 
in their school community and 
extracurricular activities. Credit 
recovery and credit advancement 
options are readily available to 
districts and the students they serve.

Courses certified by the SVCSB are 
published in the Oklahoma Online 
Course Catalog and undergo a 
thorough evaluation process to 
ensure they are (1) 
aligned with Oklahoma 
content standards, and 
(2) employ best practices 
in online instruction for the 
discipline.
